Chapter #27: Identifications

Richard Olney: The Secretary of State under President Cleveland. He wrote a note that the British actions were trespassing the Monroe Doctrine and that the U.S. controlled matters in the Americas. By the writing of this note, President Cleveland was wading into the dispute between the British Guiana and Venezuela boundary after the discovery of gold. 

Alfred Thayer Mahan: Wrote a book in 1890, The Influence of Sea Power Upon History, 1660-1783, arguing every successful world power had once held a navy. This book helped start a great naval race among the great powers and moved the U.S. to naval supremacy. 

Valeriano Weyler: Fuel was added to the Cuba conflagration in 1896, with the arrival of the Spanish general “Butcher” Weyler. He undertook to crush the Cuban rebellion by herding many civilians into barbed-wire concentration camps, where they could give assistance to the armed insurrectos. 

de Lome Letter: The Spanish Prime Minister in Washington, Dupuy Lome, wrote an indiscreet epistle,  exposed by Hearst. This letter stolen from the mails described President McKinley in decidedly unflattering terms. The resulting uproar called for Lome’s resignation letter, and further infuriated the American public. 

Emilio Aguinaldo: A well-educated, part-Chinese leader that helped Commodore George Dewey captured Manila on August 13, 1898 with his Filipino insurgents. A year later, when the Filipinos weren’t offered independence, Aguinaldo commanded his bitter troops to attack the Americans. 
Jingoism: A nationalistic, patriotic, and aggressive form of expansion that often favors war-like policy.

Teller Amendment: This proviso proclaimed to the world that when the United States had overthrown Spanish misrule, it would give the Cubans their freedom-a declaration that cause imperialistic Europeans to smile skeptically. 

Rough Riders: They were a part of the invading army that was made up of volunteers that fought at San Juan Hill, Cuba. Many were ex-convicts, cowboys, and other rugged men led by Colonel Leonard Wood. The Rough Riders were organized by Teddy Roosevelt. They were also called “Wood’s Weary Workers” because by the time they reached Cuba, their bones were gone. 

Anti-Imperialist League: This league was formed to fight the McKinley Administration’s expansionist moves. It included William James, Mark Twain, Andrew Carnegie and others. They claimed that it was against American ideals to take over other lands and nations. 

Foraker Act: This Act was passed in 1900 gave Puerto Ricans a limited popular government. This Act also granted full American citizenship to the Puerto Ricans. 

Insular cases: The Supreme Court ruled that the Constitution did not have full authority on how to deal with the islands (Cuba and Puerto Rico), essentially letting Congress do whatever it wanted with them. These cases also implied that the island residents did not necessarily share the same rights as Americans. 



Platt Amendment: Cuba’s Constitution that stated the U.S. could intervene and restore order in case of anarchy. It also said that the U.S. could trade freely with Cuba, and lastly, it said that the U.S. could get two bays for naval bases, notably Guantanamo Bay. 

Spheres of Influence: After defeated by Japan in 1894-1895, the imperialistic European powers began to tear away valuable leaseholds and economic spheres of influence from the Manchu Government. 

Philippine Insurrection: The insurrection began on February 4, 1899 and was led by Emilio Aguinaldo, who took his troops into guerilla warfare after open combat proved to be useless. The rebellion was broken in 1901 when U.S. troops infiltrated headquarters and captured Aguinaldo. 

Open Door Policy: Message delivered by John Hay in the summer of 1899 to the nations of the world, begging them to respect Chinese Rights and influence in the spirit of fair competition. 

Boxer Rebellion: In 1900, a super-patriotic group known as the “Boxers” started the Boxer’s Rebellion, revolting and taking over Beijing, the capital of China. They took all foreigners hostage, including diplomats. After a multi-national force broke the rebellion, China was required to pay $333 million for damages. 

Big Stick Policy: Diplomatic policy developed by Teddy Roosevelt, symbolizing his power and readiness to use military force if necessary. It was a way of intimidating countries without actually harming them and was the basis of the U.S. imperialistic foreign policy. 

Roosevelt Corollary: Roosevelt’s 1904 extension of the Monroe Doctrine, stating that the United States has the right to protect its economic interests in South and Central American by using military force. 

Portsmouth Conference: The meeting between Japan, Russia, and the U.S. that ended the Russo-Japanese War in 1905. Roosevelt won the Nobel Peace Prize for stopping the fighting between these two countries. 

Gentlemen’s Agreement: An agreement with Japan where Japan agreed to limit immigration, and Roosevelt agreed to discuss with the San Francisco School Board that segregation of Japanese children in school would be stopped. The agreement prevented a war that would have been cause by California, who was in Japan’s eyes, oppressing their children.  

Root-Takahira Agreement: This agreement pledged the U.S. and Japan to respect each other’s territorial possessions in the Pacific and to uphold the Open Door Policy in China.

What factors caused America to turn its attention to the world beyond her borders?



In the 1890s, due to rising exports, manufacturing capability, power, and wealth, American began to expand into the world stage, using the overseas markets to sell its goods. Also, the “yellow press” or “yellow” journalism of Pulitzer and Hearst influenced overseas expansion, as did missionaries inspired by Reverend Josiah Strong’s book Strong’s Our Country: It’s Possible Future and Present. Senator Henry Cabot Lodge also began interpreting Darwin’s theory on survival of the fittest and applying it to America. Lastly, Mahan’s book, The Influence of Sea Power Upon History, 1660-1783, started a naval race among American and the other great powers.

Why did President Cleveland not want to annex Hawaii?



President Cleveland didn’t want to annex Hawaii because he felt that the American people were greatly wronging Queen Liliuokalani and her people. A subsequent investigation determined that a majority of the Hawaiian natives opposed annexation. President Cleveland ended up delaying the annexation of Hawaii until he left office. Cleveland was bombarded for stopping “Manifest Destiny,” but his actions proved to be honorable for him as well as American during this time.

What was happening in Cuba that caused Americans to be concerned?



In 1895, Cuba revolted against Spain, citing years of misrule, torching their sugar cane fields in hopes that that such destruction would either make Spain leave or America interfere. The insurrectos’ destructive tactics also menaced American interests on the island. Their revolt was partly rooted in economics, affecting neighboring economies that depended on their sugar.

Why did Commodore Dewey have such an easy victory over the Spanish fleet at the Philippines?



On May 1, 1898, Dewey sailed boldly with his six warships at night into the fortified harbor of Manila and trained his guns on the moldy ten-ship Spanish fleet. The entire collection of antiquated and overmatched vessels was quickly destroyed, without the loss of a single American life. Because the Spanish navy was outdated and rotting, the Americans had the advantage.

Describe the fighting in Cuba.



The Spanish sent warships to Cuba, panicking Americans on the eastern seaboard. The fleet, commanded by Admiral Cervera, found refuge in Santiago Harbor, Cuba; however they were blocked by a better American force. American ground troops were led by fat General William R. Shafter. These troops were ill-prepared for combat in the tropical environment, sporting gear that was used to fight off the Indians. The “Rough Riders” led by Colonel Leonard Wood, rushed to Cuba and battled El Caney, storming up San Juan Hill. Admiral Cervera was order to fight the American fleet, but was destroyed. On land, the American army commanded by General Nelson A. Miles, met little resistance as they took over Puerto Rico.

What were the arguments for and against the annexation of the Philippines?



Some wanted to annex the Philippines because it was a distant, tropical area, thickly populated by Asians of a different culture, tongue, and government style. It was also near East Asia, giving American control in that area. Wall Street also saw a large profit from the exported goods provided by the abundant raw materials in the Philippines. However, others were against the annexation of the Philippines. The Anti-Imperialist League as well as others argued that it would dishonor and destroy America’s venerable commitments to self-determination and anti-colonialism. Imperialism was also very costly and unlikely to produce a reasonable profit.

How has U.S. citizenship caused Puerto Ricans to be different from other immigrants?



When Congress finally granted the Puerto Ricans full American citizenship, many went up north to find jobs in cigar factories and garment industries. Others went to the Arizona cotton fields. Then after WW2, cheap airfare made it easy for the Puerto Ricans to return home. Thus, to a far greater degree than most immigrant groups, Puerto Ricans kept one foot in American and the other in their native island. They also became politically involved in America.

Describe American treatment of Cuba after the Spanish-American War.



The United States, honoring its Teller Amendment, left Cuba in 1902. However, before they left, they forced the Cubans to write their own Constitution known as the Platt Amendment. This amendment said that the U.S. could intervene and restore Cuba in case of anarchy; the U.S. could also trade freely with Cuba, and lastly, this amendment stated that the U.S. could get two bays for naval purposes. They notably received Guantanamo Bay. The U.S. still had control over Cuba.

What were the outcomes of the Spanish-American War?



The Spanish-American War lasted only 113 days and affirmed America’s presence as a world power. However, America’s actions after the war made its German rival jealous and its Latin American neighbors suspicious. One of the happiest results of the war was the narrowing of the bloody chasm between the U.S. North and South, which had formed in the Civil War. General Joseph Wheeler was given command of forced in Cuba.

In what way do the Philippines show the good and bad sides of American imperialism?



Those who supported American imperialism pointed to Philippines’ value as a coaling station for U.S. ships and as a springboard for expansion to China. Others felt the U.S. was duty-bound to educate and “Christianize” the islands, not realizing that most Filipinos were already Catholic. Many felt empires were anti-democratic and a violation of the nation’s heritage.

No. American involvement was for selfish gain. They didn’t like the way they had no influence in China. Also, the Open Door Policy allowed for all countries and nations to try and take a piece of China in a “fair” way. American involvement eventually led to the Boxer’s Rebellion, and China indebted to $333 million.

Were Filipino immigrants welcomed with open arms in America? Explain.



No, they weren’t welcomed in American with open arms. Most came to work and toil the land, leaving their families in their homeland. Since it was mostly men immigrating to American, women were scarce. There were strict laws against Filipino men, not allowing them to go near Caucasian women. Many were murdered or injured by white vigilante groups, accusing the Filipino men of improperly accosting white women. Even though they were granted American citizenship in 1946, they still lacked much political leverage.

Give evidence to show that Teddy Roosevelt was an unconventional president.


“Speak softly and carry a big stick, [and] you will go far.” Teddy Roosevelt agreed that actions spoke louder than words. He was uncontrollable by party machines, and he believed that the president should lead, boldly. As a result, many precedents were set during Roosevelt’s presidency. He was the “first modern president.”

Why was the Panama route chosen for the canal?



One reason was that during the Spanish-American war, the battleship, U.S.S. Oregon had been forced to steam all the way around the tip of South American to join the fleet in Cuba. Another reason is that such a waterway would also make defense of the recent island acquisitions easier. Also the old French Canal Company was eager to build in the Panama instead of Nicaragua because they wanted to salvage their costly failure. When Mount Pelee erupted, American chose Panama.

Teddy Roosevelt created the Portsmouth Conference which called Japan, Russia and the U.S. to a meeting about the Japan-Russo War in 1904. Both sides met, and reached a compromise to keep only half of Sakhalin. For preventing a longer war as well as his North African disputes in 1906 through an international conference at Algeciras, Spain, Roosevelt received the Nobel Peace Prize in 1906.

How did a school board in California act in a way that first hurt and then helped American-Japanese relations?



A school board in California, suffering from the aftermath of the frightful earthquake and fire, ordered the segregation of Chinese, Japanese, and Korean students in a special school to free more space for whites. Trying to prevent another war, Teddy Roosevelt broke the deadlock by issuing the Gentlemen’s Agreement. By this secret understanding worked out during 1907-1908, Tokyo agreed to stop the flow of laborers to the American mainland by withholding passports. This agreement also stopped the segregation of Japanese children in schools.

International pressures caused American to foray into imperialism. Pressure from all around made the “grass look greener on the other side.” Even the Monroe Doctrine was no enough to prevent American from desiring to expand internationally out of their Western hemisphere.
